Pay Campaign
Ian spoke about the very positive involvement of members across the country on the 24th April strike day.  Almost all Bradford Secondary schools were significantly disrupted (Academies were not balloted).  In Primary we’ve less information.  Nationally about 2/3rds of members were on strike.  Locally it was higher.  

Our local Action Committee has decided we should try different methods of communication in an effort to reach everyone. Surveys showed the under 35s were even more likely to take action than the over 35s so we are focussing more of our attention on students and other young teachers.

Lobby of Parliament – the 4 Bradford MPs seen (not Gerry Sutcliffe) were positive.
(Lobby of Gerry Sutcliffe at 4pm this Friday in Bradford).  The rally was very positive showing anger across the public sector.

We are now committed to balloting in the Autumn term for discontinuous action starting in November.
UNISON has voted for action in July.  We will give advice about how to respond in school, not doing work they would normally do, etc.

As bills rise support for action is growing.  The Union needs to take on the Government confidently.

Some members reported that school meetings have been in favour of further action.  Others that we need the level of support for action to be clear beforehand to give everyone encouragement.
