5 – Equal Ops Group met.  New date.

2 - Bullying – 1 day conference organised by Leeds NUT.  6 of us attended.  Alison is following up one of the Protection from Harassment legislation.  The Union is encouraging and supporting collective action to combat bullying.

4 – Working Environment – a joint union letter has gone to Heads about high temperatures in schools.  25oc is the HSF and WHO recommended maximum which the NUT is using.  This problem is increasing in new buildings and there are solutions.


1 - Pupil numbers rising in Bradford but a lot of schools have big surplaces and yet are allowing class sizes to rise.  
Nurseries are often larger with only one teacher.  The new entitlement to 3hrs/session from September 2009 brings in added difficulties.
Agreed to organise a meeting for nursery teachers.

7- KS2 SATs

Steve fed back on the NUT/NAHT conference and presented the statement from the conference.  These 2 unions are sponsoring an Early Day motion in Parliament.

6 – Academies/Trusts
