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All Heads of secondary schools should have sent representatives to a meeting, organised by the Health and Safety Executive, about conducting stress risk assessments. The meeting took place on March 5th.

You now have a right to expect something to happen.  The first thing should be consultation with the staff to identify the problems which are causing stress. This is not meant to be a paper exercise but a practical, realistic approach to reducing the stress related to work.
Primary heads received the training last year so risk assessments should have been done or the process should at least have begun.
